There are four principal ways in which college can determine the quality of life of a graduate student: food, accommodation, money, and extra-curricular activities.

Five years of being at Caius has taught me four things accordingly:

1. That the standard of food which students are obliged to eat is substandard and likely the cause of malnourishment;

2. That the standard of accommodation which college offers to students is often decent, but needs significant improvement;

3. That college has been blithely ignorant of students’ financial issues, not least the inaccuracy of college accounting;

4. That college does not do enough to support and to encourage the social, extra-curricular activities – sport, drama, music – which are necessary for survival in Cambridge.

At the minute, I am working with Domestic Bursar and the Executive Head Chef on the quality of brunch (baby steps – we’ll get to Hall shortly…); I am sitting on the Graduate Accommodation Working Group, which will determine how and where to proceed with improvements in accommodation; I am in regular contact with the Senior Bursar regarding the irregularities in students’ college bills; and, in conjunction with the GCSU, I am writing a white paper on sport, in an effort to persuade college to more effectively support our sportsmen. I ask for your vote to let me continue this work: it is not finished, and there is more to begin.

Second, I would ask that you return me as Vice-President so that the MCR may present a face of continuity to the college: too often are student agendas brushed aside during transition between committees, too often are promises made to one committee ‘forgotten’. I believe, therefore, that maintaining a link with the outgoing committee is necessary to keep pressure on the various college departments with which we must deal,
